Rom 12:3-8 

3 For I say, through the grace given to me, to everyone who is among you, not to think of himself more highly than he ought to think, but to think soberly, as God has dealt to each one a measure of faith. 

4 For as we have many members in one body, but all the members do not have the same function, 

5 so we, being many, are one body in Christ, and individually members of one another. 

6 Having then gifts differing according to the grace that is given to us, let us use them: if prophecy, let us prophesy in proportion to our faith; 

7 or ministry, let us use it in our ministering; he who teaches, in teaching; 

8 he who exhorts, in exhortation; he who gives, with liberality; he who leads, with diligence; he who shows mercy, with cheerfulness.

1947 Smith Wigglesworth (at the end of his life) speaking to Lester Sumrall:
Wigglesworth cried saying, “I probably won’t see you again now. My job is almost finished.”

As he continued to pray, he cried “I see it, I see it!”

Brother Sumrall asked, “What do you see, what do you see?
He said, “I see a healing revival coming right after World War II. It’ll be so easy to get people healed. I see it! I see it! I won’t be here for it, but you will be.” And there was a healing revival right after the war.
He continued to prophesy, “I see another one. I see people of all different denominations being filled with the Holy Ghost.” That was the Charismatic Revival. God raised up people during that era, like the Full Gospel Businessmen.
Then Brother Wigglesworth continued, “I see another move of God. I see auditoriums full of people, coming with notebooks. There will be a wave of teaching on faith and healing.” We did experience that wave he saw, and we call it the Word of Faith movement.
Then he prophesied, “After that, after the third wave,” he started sobbing. “I see the last day revival that’s going to usher in the precious fruit of the earth. It will be the greatest revival this world has ever seen! It’s going to be a wave of the gifts of the Spirit. The ministry gifts will be flowing on this planet earth. I see hospitals being emptied out, and they will bring the sick to the churches where they allow the Holy Ghost to move.”
These gifts show our capacity, not what we have already attained (righteousness)

Undeveloped, we are left with a carnal version of the gifts (Hitler, Stalin, etc.)

All capacity must be realized, developed, matured, and refined

Behavioral Characteristics

- Sees the design from mind of God

- Sees things black and white

- Enjoys new things

- Terrible maintainers 
- Verbally expressive

- Extremely opinionated

- Takes initiative to judge others

- Knows no fear, never intimidated by the unknown

- Cannot tolerate bondage

- Extraordinarily generous – can be compulsive and unwise when immature

- Shifts gears very quickly

- Visionary – must have a vision and a reason (deadline, objective)

- Fiercely competitive, cut throat

- Transparent, full disclosure

- Very hard on themselves
- Must make sense out of everything

- Doesn’t maintain past relationships once they have moved on

Carpenter & Tools
Hammer, saws, planers, sanders, squares, levels, tape measure, etc

Tongues & Interp = Hammer & Nails
Gift of Prophecy = Nail Gun

5 indicators of MATURITY in the Gift of Prophecy (& that it’s from God)
1. Consistent with God’s character
2. Scriptural

3. Wise

4. In tune with my own character

5. What do people I trust think

Remove all pressure / submit it

Carnal

Overreacts, extreme responses that are
inappropriate to an event

Mature

Responds appropriately to the situation with God given emotional capacity and depth

Carnal

Fear of being sidelined, has difficulty

enduring pruning of God, especially

when opportunities for successful

ministry are removed

Mature

Values and trusts God’s timing, allows

their root system to go deep in God,

& leaves the results up to Him
season of silence

Carnal

Must have the last word
Mature

Submitted to the discipline of listening and not having the last word

Carnal

Assigns blame & complains. Quits

relationships, jobs, and churches. Difficulty in seasons of preparation and impartation. 
They will run ahead of God’s timing.
Try to initiate things on their own timing.
Mature

Values growing in favor with God and

Man.

Has learned to endure hardships and

Remain faithful in difficult circumstances to allow natural and spiritual authority to be established.

Carnal

Over-repents, has a tendency to harbor unforgiveness toward self
Mature

Can forgive and extend mercy to self
Carnal

Negative, hopeless, enemy manipulates them to be focused

on the problems and deficiencies around them, as well as things in the past
Mature

Release design and intent from the mind of God – correcting and restoring

deficiencies, activating potential, future focused
